Archaeological background:
The site is located to the north-east of Lexden Tumulus (Crummy 1997).

Brief report:

Observations made when footing trenches were dug for an extension to the existing house
at 24 Fitzwalter Road. The footings were 0.60m-0.80m wide and 1.0-1.5m deep. The
footings were dug through a topsoil layer of dark brown silt containing modern building
debris (Layer or L1 - approximately 0.38m deep). L1 sealed a dark red/brown sandy silt
subsoil layer L2 (approximately 0.35m deep), which in turn sealed the natural layer L3.
Several modern service pipes were cut through these layers. No archaeological features
were recorded.

Finds:
2 sherds (at 31g) of Roman grey ware (AD ?1st-2nd century) were recovered from L2.
